ASSESSMENT:

PLAN: At this time I am going to send patient to have a CT scan of the pelvic and abdomen area to further assist what was going on. He indicated that he would like to have that the study done and CT scan to see if there is anything going on internally. He was sent home with the following medications doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20. Advised to keep area clean and wash regularly with soap and water.
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
