He is doing significantly better except his daughter is concerned that he might be having some hallucinations now and he might be having some UTI again, which has happened in the past.  His daughter is at bedside. Denies any history of nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, shortness of breath, loss of consciousness, fever or chills.
PMH:
Significant for CNS lymphoma, anemia, anxiety, obstructive sleep apnea, and dementia.
FH:
Noncontributory.

P:
The patient is admitted to Skilled Nursing Facility from the hospital because he was not able to take care of himself.  He had pulled his PICC line out and the new one has been replaced.  Significant amount of time was spent during admission including reviewing old medical records, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  We will do UA to rule out urinary tract infection.  He is eating and drinking well.  He did work with physical therapy already today.
