Dear Dr. Stebelton:
This is a followup for Mrs. Hatt with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in June.  She has chronic three bowel movements a day soft side not liquid for many years without bleeding.  Not affecting appetite or weight.  No nausea, vomiting or fever.  No urinary problems.  Has obesity.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the losartan, HCTZ and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 140/80.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  1+ edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries show creatinine 1.39, which is baseline representing a GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Anemia 10.5.  Normal sodium and potassium.  There is metabolic acidosis.  There is normal phosphorus.  Low albumin.  Normal calcium.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Low bicarbonate.  We will watch for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Present potassium and other chemistries are stable.  Continue present ARB and other blood pressure medications.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
