CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of numbness and tingling in the left hand, nausea, and followup for hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed numbness and tingling in the left hand then in the right and this is happening on and off for the past one year. The patient used bow now for hunting and he uses his left hand to use the bow. The patient has never fell down or injured his left arm.

The patient also felt nausea for the past few days without any vomiting. There is no diarrhea or constipation.
The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure reading at home is within normal limits. The patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath and he is on low-salt diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, diarrhea, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on irbesartan 75 mg tablet one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of cough and he uses albuterol inhaler as needed and he has not used it for the past several weeks.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN causing rashes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives by himself. He works a fulltime job. No history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use. His exercise is three or four times a week, otherwise very active.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. No organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination reveals no significant neurological deficit. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
