HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is known to have multiple medical problems. He has history of uncontrolled diabetes. He had been on multiple medications. He had been seen weekly because his blood pressure consistently has been greater than 400 to 500. The patient had initially been somewhat noncompliant with medications. But now stated that he is compliant. He is unable to afford Jardiance, which had been prescribed. He was not taking his Amaryl.
