HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old gentleman here for followup.
The patient has history of stroke and anxiety after the stroke. He is here for followup stating that he is still having serious anxiety episodes. He states the referral we gave him he heard from the facility today and he still not scheduled for visits and evaluation. He indicated that the medication I gave him the 1 mg does not help as much so he has been taking 2 mg, which she states “helps a little”.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented. The patient is obviously appears anxious. He denies SI or HI. He is accompanying by a sister who stated that two days he took the medications and appears to be making some changes, but he is going back to being excessively anxious.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented anxious appearing gentleman.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Status post cerebrovascular accident.
2. Post stroke anxiety.
PLAN: The patient and I had a lengthy discussion he reassured me that he is not suicidal or homicidal. He states that he just wants to get this stuff over and he is low on his medication, I advised him to continue until he runs out then I will consider refilling it. We are hoping that we will get him to see the specialist before he runs out.
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The patient was given prescription of Zoloft today 100 mg, he will take one p.o. daily for 30 days #30. He was given the opportunity to ask questions. he states has none. PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from the PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior and medications diversion. The patient was given time off from work until January 8, 2025.
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
