Michael comes for followup with advanced renal failure and obstructive uropathy.  Comes with a friend.  Presently does not have a primary care doctor.  Last visit in June.  No hospital admission.  He is seen Dr. Liu for elevated PSA although he has improved from 11 to 6 and the patient is against biopsy.  He is only doing self-catheterization two times a day because of more than that causes gross hematuria.  He does not measure the volume, but he believes he is in a large amount.  In between he goes few times very small amount.  No abdominal or back pain.  No fever.  No nausea or vomiting.  No bowel problems.  He is trying to keep himself very active.  He rides a bike.  Some weights.  He does fasting sometimes 24 hours 1, 2 or 3 times a week as he is not catheterization many times he is restricting fluid.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:   Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the bicarbonate replacement.  No blood pressure medicines.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was high 150/88 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal tenderness.  No back tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  His most recent chemistries in November, creatinine 2.7, which is baseline and anemia 12.5.  Other chemistries are reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying obstructive uropathy.  Catheterization as indicated above.  Complications of gross hematuria off and on.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  No binders.  Presently normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium.  Chemistries every three months.  Blood pressure needs to be checked at home before we start medications.  He used to take medicines and they were stopped because was causing him to feel lightheaded.  All questions answered.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
