She described that she has been doing all right but since she is working in a school they do not provide any insurance therefore she has to pay for her medication. She is currently on Ritalin long acting 20 mg daily b.i.d. also on Trintellex 20 mg daily and propranolol 10 mg b.i.d. She described the medication make a significant change in her life and she like to continue on medication but it is too much to spend by self. I further discussed several options to apply for the Medicaid or find out the ways she can get half of the pay with the medication. She is working on it. She also said that she is looking forward to join VA Hospital as a nurse to get all these insurance as she has an extensive experience as a nurse working for many years in several nursing home to which I agreed and it is important that she can get a job. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts.
