HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old gentleman here with chief complaint of “I am concerned I have questions about esophageal cancer”. Mr. Dane has history of obesity, alcohol abuse/use, hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, and anxiety is here with the above complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies weight loss. Denies painful swallowing. He stated that he was seen by his primary care provider who referred him to a GI for endoscopy to answer his question, but came in for a second opinion. He states he drinks and wants to know if there is any relationship between esophageal cancer and alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and obese gentleman.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 143/93.

Pulse 95.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

THROAT: No edema. No erythema. No ulcers notice. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Physical examination.
2. History of hypertension. 
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PLAN: Blood pressure is not well controlled. History of anxiety. The patient requests refill of hydroxyzine, which was given hydroxyzine 50 mg one p.o. at bedtime for 90 days #90.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He was strongly encouraged to keep the appointment with the GI doctor to have his endoscopy and that will give him much of the answers to the question he has.
