Dear Dr. Ball:

This is a followup for Mr. Chesebrough who has protein in the urine, underlying diabetes, hypertension and preserved kidney function.  Last visit a year ago.  Bilateral inguinal hernia repairs done 10 to 11 months ago.  No complications Dr. Perssons.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system minor numbness on the feet without ulcer, claudications, otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril, HCTC, atenolol and on cholesterol management as well as Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 120/66.  Similar numbers at home.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  No skin problems.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.07 and GFR above 60.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium.  Low level of albumin in the urine 153 mg/g.  Diabetes well controlled 6.3.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Likely diabetic nephropathy, low level proteinuria.  Normal kidney function.  Blood pressure well controlled.  No nephrotic syndrome.  All chemistries stable.  Clinically stable.  Well controlled diabetes and blood pressure.  Continue present regimen.  Continue physical activity, eating right, and exercise.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
