This is a 92-year-old woman who lives with her grandson.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of hypertension on metoprolol, status post pacemaker, gastroesophageal reflux, DJD, chronic pain, mild anxiety on paroxetine, hyperlipidemia, confusion, and dementia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had hysterectomy, knee surgery, tonsils and adenoids, foot surgery, and elbow surgery.
MEDICATIONS: The medication list includes omeprazole 20 mg once a day, Motrin p.r.n., metoprolol tartrate 25 mg twice a day, Paxil 10 mg a day, Lipozene one tablet with meals, atorvastatin 40 mg once a day, and amiodarone 200 mg a day for atrial fibrillation status post pacemaker.

ALLERGIES: She is allergic to PENICILLIN and SULFA DRUGS.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Did not get any flu shots in the past year.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is 92 years old. She used to work in restaurant business. She has 11 children. She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol.

FAMILY HISTORY: Both mother and father died of cancer; mother died of breast cancer and father died of prostate cancer.

She does have history of coronary artery disease and atherosclerotic heart disease. She does wear oxygen from time-to-time. Her daughter, Ms. Davis, tells me that she has been more confused. She has increased ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss, decreased appetite, having trouble with sleeping at nighttime, increased anxiety, and some sundowner syndrome. Her last hospitalization was for a pacemaker because of sick sinus rhythm.

This elderly 92-year-old woman has taken a turn for worse as far as her dementia is concerned. The cardiac history is pending at this time.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/73, pulse 88, respirations 18, and the patient is afebrile.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with ectopics.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a 92-year-old woman who is dependent as far as ADLs are concerned. She has decreased appetite, increased confusion, and now has developed bowel and bladder incontinence.

As far as her changes are concerned, these are changes consistent with senile degeneration of the brain with worsening symptoms. I have asked for her cardiac history paperwork to be provided to me regarding what has been done and regarding her ejection fraction, whether or not she has had congestive heart failure. She does wear oxygen from time-to-time. Her O2 saturation on room air is okay, but it does go down and her daughter gives her oxygen when she becomes short of breath especially with activity. We will await further records regarding her cardiac history to finish the assessment on the patient.
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
