This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient was seen for the sole reason of face-to-face evaluation. The patient currently is in her seventh benefit period from 11/21/2025 to 01/19/2026.

Gayle is currently on hospice with congestive heart failure both systolic and diastolic, diabetes, hypertension, weight loss, weakness, and debility. The patient is not checking her blood sugars any longer because she states that with the weight loss her blood sugars have stabilized. The patient’s O2 saturation is at 94% on room air with a blood pressure of 140/80. Her MAC is at 32.5 cm. Her PPS is at 40%. Gayle tells me that she is eating less, she is less interested in food now. The patient is short of breath at all times. The patient has bouts of confusion, which is most likely related to her congestive heart failure. She has 3+ bilateral edema despite taking diuretics. She has wheezes in both her lung fields, becomes very short of breath with exertion and once again at rest. The patient shows both functional and mental decline. The patient is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient requires help with ADL. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
