Dear Mr. Thwaites:

This is a followup for Mr. Acre with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension and calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in July.  Icy condition fell twice trauma to the left shoulder, ribs and hips.  X-ray apparently negative for bone abnormalities.  To have an MRI for rotator cuff.  Has been using Aleve in a daily basis one or twice a day.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, syncope or loss of consciousness.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed diabetes and cholesterol management.  Off the lisinopril and blood pressure Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 136/74 right-sided, at home 120s-130s.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Limited range of motion on the left upper extremity.  Strength of the hands is symmetrical.  Other physical exam is normal.
Labs:  Chemistries from December, normal electrolytes and acid base.  Creatinine 1.9, which is baseline for a GFR of 36 stage IIIB.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild degree of anemia 13.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension and diabetes.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement or phosphorus binders.  No EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
