Mr. Jones is a 67-year-old gentleman who is being evaluated for face-to-face evaluation today. The patient is in his second benefit period from 10/28/2025 to 01/25/2026. This will be shared with the hospice medical director.
This 67-year-old gentleman is currently on hospice with history of COPD. Charles has shortness of breath with activity. He is currently not on oxygen. His O2 saturation is 98%. He used to be a machine operator. He also suffers from hypertension. Last hospitalization took place a couple of years ago with hip replacement. He is eating less. He has had some decreased appetite and decreased weight. The patient is taking Tylenol No.3 for his pain as well as Lasix and lisinopril and his albuterol inhaler/nebulizer at least four to six times a day because of shortness of breath. Charles is bowel and bladder continent. He does need help with some ADLs. His PPS currently is at 40%. Charles’ blood pressure is currently controlled at 90/60; he just took his blood pressure medication. The nurse is going to recommend having a blood pressure monitor at home to make sure his blood pressure does not go lower because he might need a lower dose of lisinopril of course. His MAC is reported at 24 cm. The patient continues to decline slowly as far as his COPD is concerned and not require any oxygen, but definitely has shortness of breath with any type of activity and sometimes at rest, he tells me today. Overall prognosis remains poor for Mr. Jones.
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
