Dear Dr. Porter:
This is a followup for Wanda with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in July.  Some basal cancer removed, dermatology at Midland, left side of the nose.  Changed Trulicity to Mounjaro, diabetes better controlled at 8.3 down to 7.7.  Tolerating this medication without gastrointestinal symptoms.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, noticed the Norvasc, propranolol and on diabetes treatment.
Physical Examination:  Weight 121 pounds; previously, 119 pounds and blood pressure 136/60 on the left side.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  No edema.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in January; creatinine 1.33, which is baseline for a GFR of 39 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, underlying diabetes and probably diabetic nephropathy.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Upper potassium to be monitored.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Normal water balance.  Normal nutrition.  Calcium on the upper side; discontinue calcium pills.  Monitor over time.  Anemia, has not required EPO treatment.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Continue to follow.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
