CHIEF COMPLAINT: Dry cough.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the cough started 10 days ago. He did not take any over-the-counter medication. Initially it was less, but now it has progressively gotten worse. Also, the patient has a poor appetite. He denied any exposure to serious illnesses or allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied ear pain, blood in the saliva, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

ASSESSMENT: Dry cough.

PLAN: Start Mucinex DM 600 mg tablet one tablet twice a day for five days and then as needed. Tylenol 500 mg one tablet q.6h. as needed for headache.

If the condition gets worse, go to the nearest urgent care.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions were answered to his satisfaction. He verbalized full understanding.
