CC: Check on right breast wound.

HPI: A 76-year-old female who recently has noticed a lump in her right breast, had a mammogram and then recently an ultrasound-guided biopsy and is awaiting results of that. The site of the biopsy however started having serosanguineous drainage, which is healed up to just scant amount of serous drainage. The skin around it had been red and warm. She was put on antibiotic, it is resolved and was also covered with a gauze dressing and, today looking at it, I think that she will be okay without the gauze dressing. The patient denied pain to the area. She did get the diagnosis of breast cancer and is not a candidate for chemotherapy, but they will be doing radiation therapy.

DIAGNOSES: Right breast cancer, acute on chronic CHF, gait instability, generalized muscle wasting, cervical spondylosis, anxiety disorder, hypertensive heart disease, anemia, atrial fibrillation, chronic pain, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Chronically ill, debilitated older female lying in bed. She was alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/67, pulse 85, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, O2 saturation 98%, and weight 176.2 pounds.

HEENT: She has dark circles under both eyes, is edentulous. Nares patent.

NECK: Supple. Clear carotids.

CARDIOVASCULAR: An irregularly irregular rhythm with a soft systolic ejection murmur. No rub or gallop noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft, mildly obese, nontender. Bowel sounds hypoactive.

RIGHT BREAST: The skin is intact. She does have two areas where there is superficial abrasion without bleeding and a palpable mass in the right upper quadrant of the right breast, nontender to palpation. There is a small area that is visualized as an incision site for the biopsy and pressure to the area expressed a small amount of serous drainage that stopped. The skin is otherwise normal in appearance.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. New right breast cancer that will be treated with radiation therapy, unclear when that will start.

2. Right breast biopsy site initially with serosanguineous drainage that has stopped and we will remove the dressings so that area can breathe and the tissue can heal better and she is aware of just leaving it alone and an order is written that the right breast incision site is to be cleaned every morning.
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
