CC: CXR followup.

HPI: An 81-year-old female seen in room. She was sitting up. She was alert and cooperative to visit. The patient had a CXR done on 01/09/26 after she was complaining of shortness of breath and had an acute cough requiring treatment. The patient tells me she was told she had pneumonia, not sure if she was started on medication for saying. Review of her chest x-ray showed that she had modest right lower lobe and modest left lower lobe infiltrates. No venous congestion. The patient was started on Levaquin 750 mg one tablet daily for six days started on 01/09/26, today will be the patient’s last day of AVX. The patient was seen in room. She was lying comfortably in bed and cooperative to exam. I related to her the findings of her chest x-ray and the antibiotic that she was receiving one at the last day would be. She tells me that she was still coughing. The time that I was in the room, she did not cough nor did she with deep breathing. She does have a cough suppressant available and it reminded her that all she had to do was ask for it. 
DIAGNOSES: Status post CVA with left side hemiplegia non-dominant side, polyneuropathy, generalized anxiety disorder, polyarthritis, bilateral cataracts, hypothyroid, and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in bed. She was alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/75, pulse 82, temperature 97.8, respirations 19, O2 sat 95% room air, and height 5’1”. She weighs 115.8 pounds with a BMI of 21.9.

HEENT: Sclera clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple without LAD.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough noted throughout time in room. Symmetric excursion. Speech was clear without evident SOB.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is thin. Intact radial pulses. No lower extremity edema and hemiplegia of left non-dominant side.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Soft spoken, a few words at a time that are appropriate for questions asked. Affect bland and she appeared to understand given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pneumonia with modest bilateral pulmonary infiltrates. Today is day five of Levaquin 750 mg. It will be completed tomorrow and the patient does have cough suppressant for cough as needed. She is capable of asking for same.
