HPI: A 79-year-old female with BMP and CBC ordered as well as some others reviewed to today with her. 
DIAGNOSES: Major depressive disorder, DM II, HLD, vascular dementia, ASCVD, peripheral vascular disease, COPD, GERD, status post CVA with hemiparesis, and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Coreg 12.5 mg b.i.d., Depakote 250 mg b.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d., FeSO4 325 mg b.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. b.i.d., MOM 30 cc q.8h. p.r.n., MVI q.d., Myrbetriq 50 mg q.d., Paxil 10 mg one-half tablet q.d., and MiraLax q.d. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seen in room. She was pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/75, pulse 66, temperature 98.6, respirations 18, O2 sat 97%, FSBS 106, and height 5’3”. She weighs 128 pounds with a BMI of 22.7.

HEENT: Full thickness hair. She wears corrective lenses. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Soft spoken. Asked appropriate questions. She seems to understand basic information given. Orientation x3. She has to reference for a date and time.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review, values WNL.

2. Diabetes mellitus type II. A1c is 6.5. No change in current DM II medication.

3. Screening TSH WNL at 2.44.
