Mr. Lawson was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. Mr. Lawson is in his fourth benefit period extending from 11/23/2025 to 01/21/2026. My plan is to share the face-to-face with the hospice medical director.
Eddie is a 77-old-gentleman, currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient is eating very little. He is very thin and very weak. He is quite belligerent especially at night. Mr. Lawson does not like to answer questions. He is very confused, he knows his name, but he gets confused on his date of birth. He does not want to talk about his past. He does not want to talk about his pain. His speech becomes gibberish in the middle of his speaking. Most of the time, he is not oriented to person, time, or place. He continues to lose weight. His PPS is at 40%. His L-MAC is at 29 cm. He suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. His caretaker tells me that he has terrible nights where he screams out of his lungs for no good reason. He becomes short of breath with exertion. He is not walking very much unless two people are able to hold them. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He continues to show progressive decline as far as his diagnosis of Alzheimer’s and neurocognitive disorders are concerned. He is a high risk of aspiration, he must be fed. He is eating about 20% of his meals. Most of the time, he is refusing his meals. He has total ADL dependency. He continues to lose weight. His weight loss is unavoidable. He looks very thin and very weak. He has severe muscle wasting about the upper extremity, lower extremity, and temple region. His vital signs today were blood pressure of 160/78, pulse of 62, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 92%. His blood pressure has been elevated per records because he is refusing meds from time to time. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
