The patient’s visit was for face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. Mr. Arnic is currently in his fourth benefit period from 01/06/2026 to 03/13/2026.
Mr. Arnic is a 90-year-old. His son tells me that he had a huge decline in the past month or so. He suffers from senile degeneration of the brain. His son tells me that he is losing weight. He is not eating. He is much weaker. He is sleeping all day and staying up all night. He has increased confusion, increased weakness, definite sundowner syndrome and much more forgetful, not able to carry on a conversation of any sort, only he repeats the same words over and over. Of course, he has always been ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He also suffers from coronary artery disease status post pacemaker, shortness of breath, chronic pain, bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient lives with his elderly wife at home, they have 24-hour caregiver along with her son that is present all the time and he was present today at the time of the evaluation. The patient has FAST score of 7A. No longer able to ambulate unless two people stand next to him. PPS is now declined, dropped down to 40%. He is eating about 30% of his meals. He has dysphagia, which is much more pronounced, the caretaker must take her time in order to keep him from developing aspiration pneumonia. He has severe weakness in all muscles. He has a current L-MAC of 26 cm at this time. His vitals today were O2 sat of 96%, pulse of 84 and blood pressure of 123/83. Continues to progressively decline cognitively and physically as was noted above. Continues to remain hospice appropriate. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
