Ms. Arnic is currently in her sixth benefit period ending 02/10/2026. Ms. Arnic was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. My goal is to share these findings with the hospice medical director.
The patient’s caretaker, Johnny, tells me that she is much more obtunded, she is on hospice currently with CVA, has a sacral decubitus ulcer stage III, seizure disorder, dementia, protein-calorie malnutrition, aphasia and very severe dysphagia; she has to be fed very slowly and, even with that, she chokes very easily. Much more confused, total bed bound, total ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. FAST score has slipped to 7C. Continues to decline both physically and mentally. I have explained to the family that the patient will probably never heal this decubitus ulcer, the best we can do is keep her stable from developing infections. The family is aware that she most likely will die of sepsis related to the sacral decubitus ulcer, UTI and/or combination of both or aspiration pneumonia. L-MAC is dropped down to 20 cm. Severe muscle wasting, lower extremity and upper extremity. Protein-calorie malnutrition is the main reason for her not to be able to heal these ulcers and incontinent of bowel and bladder, of course. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and continues to be very hospice appropriate.
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
