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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he had traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2021 in Washington State.  The patient was riding a motorcycle and then got cut off by a car.  He fell down on to the road.  He hit the curb.  He fell and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he does not remember what happened.  He had complete loss of consciousness.  He does not even remember what happened in the emergency room.  He had complete amnesia in the emergency room.  The patient tells me that when he woke-up finally he had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.
Since the event, the patient had severe headache, light sensitivity, sound sensitivity, and decrease in focus and concentration.  The patient has almost every day headache that are severe around the head.
The patient is currently is an aviation electrician.  The patient is working for the Navy.  He tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his concentration and focus.  He has chronic headache.  The patient is not able to focus and concentrate.  The patient has severe difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.

It is my impression, the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had an accident riding a motorcycle in 2021 in Washington State.  The patient got caught by car, he fell down and he hit the head on to the curb.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not remember what happened.  He had complete amnesia symptoms.  Symptoms are followed by severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient continues to have significant daily headaches even today.  He continues to have light sensitivity and migraine headache symptoms.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate at workup.

It is my opinion that the head injury followed by amnesia, headaches, daily headaches, light sensitivity, and these all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
