P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is doing much better now.  He does not have hypersexuality symptoms as he used to do in the past.  We will discontinue Depo-Provera for now and monitor him closely.
