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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1966, the patient was on an aircraft carrier.  The patient tells me that as an airplane was taking off, the blast from the airplane blew a metal box away, and the metal box hit him directly onto his back of the head.  The patient also got hit in the front of the head.  As he was blown away, his head blow into the net.  It was a net made of metal wires.  He tells me that the net cut his head, cut his forehead, and also broke his neck.  The patient tells me that he woke up in sick bay.  He does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  However, he was completely out of consciousness.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, neck pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient saw white light as he was waking up.  He was having visual disturbances.
Since this patient had needed neck fusion.  The patient has constant headache.  The patient has poor vision.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has visual disturbances.  The patient see kaleidoscope with these headaches.
The patient is currently is a computer technologist.  He tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting the way he does his job.  The patient tells me that he is not able to focus.  He is not able to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty looking at computers because that triggers headaches.  His memory is also affecting the way it works because he tells me that he is not able to keep his task duties straight.  He is not able to remember his task duties.
It is my impression that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in 1966, on aircraft carrier.  The aircraft blast, blew a metal box, onto his forehead, and then caused him to complete loss of consciousness and blow him into a metal wire net.  Net also cut his forehead.  The patient had instant loss of consciousness.  The patient when he woke-up in the sick bay, the patient was confused disoriented severe head pain.  Since then he needed neck fusion.  The patient also has constant headache.  The patient has a poor memory.  The patient has a visual disturbances described as kaleidoscope with these headache.  The patient also has concentration difficulty and focused difficulties.  It is my opinion the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury from this incident on an aircraft carrier in 1966.
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
