He is a 95-year-old gentleman that comes here with cough status post flu was treated appropriately. He has history of congestive heart failure, hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, and peripheral edema. The patient is supposed to be on Eliquis, enalapril, finasteride, atorvastatin, metoprolol, spironolactone, and famotidine. The patient apparently is now getting better. On lung examinations, he has got a lot of wheezing, congestion, and he has been coughing since the last visit, which was on approximately two weeks ago, was treated for the flu with Tamiflu 75 mg twice a day. He was positive for influenza A. The patient appears to have continued cough, congestion and shortness of breath because of his age we did a chest x-ray, we did not find that he had any pneumonia and although he has bronchial reactive airway or air trapping on the lung. We gave him a treatment of Xopenex with budesonide and found that the patient responded very well. He stopped coughing and he feels a lot better. In terms of his oxygen saturation at the moment of the visit was 97%, blood pressure 124/54, pulse 94, respirations 18, and temperature of 98.1. He said he had a temperature at home and he does not have a temperature today. The patient will add a nebulizer treatment will let have a tubing to take home with him. He will use Xopenex and budesonide at home and he will come to see me in the next five days to make sure that he is getting better. Wife will stay in contact with me to make sure that he is doing better.
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
