Mr. Martin is a 55-year-old gentleman on hospice with COPD. The patient is more short of breath. He is losing weight and he is not eating. He is being recertified for hospice today. He has had unsteady gait, decreased oral intake and continues to have lower extremity weakness and edema related to right-sided heart failure related to his COPD. He is eating about 60% of his food, he has lost weight, his KPS is at 40% and he continues to have issues with bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is also requiring O2 with activity and at rest because of his shortness of breath. He wears O2 at 6 liters and O2 running around 92 to 95%. His MAC is down to 29.1. His other comorbidities include cor pulmonale, schizophrenia, anxiety, alcoholic fatty liver and neuropathy. PPS is of 40%. Overall prognosis remains grave for this gentleman. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
