Jane is being recertified for hospice today. Jane is an 83-year-old woman on hospice with lung cancer. The patient is short of breath at all times.
Shortness of breath gets worse with exertion. She is having conversational dyspnea. She is losing weight. She requires pain medication around-the-clock. Her PPS is at 40%. The patient is eating less, she has lost weight, continues to be quite weak, requires neb treatments, pain medications around-the-clock. The patient is on 8 liters of oxygen with nasal cannula to manage her dyspnea with O2 around 95%. She has decreased mentation, weakness, bowel and bladder incontinence, confused at times, sleeping now 16 hours a day, staying in bed most of time, and continues to deteriorate. Overall prognosis remains poor for this woman with lung cancer. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. Continues to be hospice appropriate, most likely with less than six months to live given the natural progression of the patient’s disease.
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
