Charles is being recertified for hospice today. Charles is a 55-year-old gentleman with end-stage COPD associated with cor pulmonale. The patient requires 6 liters of oxygen to keep the O2 sat around 90 to 93%. The patient is quite weak, quite debilitated. He has a PPS score of 40%. He is eating less, bowel and bladder incontinent because of severe weakness, wheezing all the time. The patient also has HIV, alcoholic liver disease, alcoholic neuropathy. Anything less than 6 liters of oxygen, causes severe hypoxemia despite high oxygen flow. The patient is short of breath at all times, eating 40 to 50% of his food and, given natural progression of his disease, the patient has most likely less than six months to live. He continues to have issues with aspiration and dysphagia as well. Remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
