Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. McArthur with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and history of calcium oxalate stones.  Last visit in July.  Recent left-sided cataract surgery the one on the right in February.  No complications.  Isolated diarrhea.  No bleeding.  Hard of hearing.  Denies smoking or oxygen.  Does smoke weed.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight no blood pressure medicines.  Recently Crestor increased to 40 mg, remains on aspirin and Plavix.  Sees cardiology Dr. Doghmi.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 126/78 on the left.  Very distant breath sounds.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries from January, creatinine 1.64 and GFR 44 stable overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension presently normal.  No treatment.  History of calcium oxalate stones without recurrence.  Normal size kidneys without obstruction.  Monitor potassium in the upper side.  Takes no ACE inhibitors, ARBs or aldosterone blockers.  Bicarbonate elevated not on diuretics.  No anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
