Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mr. Schweim with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  No hospital visit.  Hard of hearing.  Obese.  Off and on diarrhea two to three times a week.  No bleeding.  No vomiting.  Minor incontinence of urine and frequency, otherwise no symptoms.  Stable dyspnea.  Uses CPAP machine.  No oxygen.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Bumex, Coreg, doxazosin, on diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 148/95, repeat 132/80.  Pacemaker on the left-sided increased S2.  Lungs few coarse rhonchi so there was no wheezing.  No pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  2+ edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries January, creatinine 1.4 that is higher than baseline and present GFR 52 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III probably hypertensive nephrosclerosis question progression.  No symptomatic.  Potassium in the low side probably from diuretics.  Stable sodium and acid base.  Stable nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Repeat chemistries in three months.  Update urine sample for activity for blood or protein.  Normal size kidneys without evidence of renal artery stenosis.  No obstruction.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
