HPI: The patient is an 84-year-old female seen in room she was reclining and watching TV stating that she felt rested. Asked her about her holidays, she had an eventful but pleasant Christmas and New Year and about mid month, January she started just feeling like sick. It was lightheaded and fatigued at times she felt like she was going to lose her balance so UA was obtained and sent and returned completely negative was not reflexed due to that. I was informed that the staff could do patient’s personal care had reported that she was having a watery vaginal discharge that had a light color to it and odor. The patient states that she could tell that she was having some drainage but could not see it. She denies pruritus or pain in the peri area.

DIAGNOSES: MCI with recent staging, DM II. GERD, CAD, HLD, asthma, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/11.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and MUSHROOM.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

HOSPICE: Excell hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake and cooperative to being seen is limited in information she can give.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/71, pulse 78, respirations 17, O2 saturation is 97%, temperature 98.0, and weight 138 pounds.

NEURO: She is oriented to person, place, and references for date and time. Makes eye contact. Maintains a sense of humor. Voices her need and she appears to understand given information. The patient keeps herself active either doing activities with other residents or reading or watching television in her room.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant, bowel sounds present without tenderness, soft, and palpation.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. History of UTIs though her most recent UA was negative. I think she would benefit from UTI prophylaxis so I am ordering Hiprex 1 g b.i.d.

2. Bacterial vaginosis. Metronidazole 500 mg one tablet p.o. b.i.d. for seven days and will follow up thereafter.
