He claimed that he gained weight but again currently his weight became 190 pounds. He described that medication has been helping and therapy also helpful. He described that he has a court date next month on February 10th he has to continue on probation at least until 2027 as per attorney told him. I further discussed that he should continue with the supportive care and the plan. Keep taking his medication and go for therapist hopefully things will work out for him. He denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, or any paranoid thoughts or any hallucination. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. His judgment and insight is improved. He has been doing very well.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue on Zyprexa 20 mg daily. Continue seeing his therapist as planned and continue seeing his probation officer and will make an appointment next month

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
