Dear Carley:

This is a followup for Cheryl with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and CHF.  Last visit in August.  No hospital admission.  Recently treated for sinusitis and antibiotics, still having symptoms.  Some greenish material, but no fever.  No respiratory distress.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.  No bleeding.  Did go on vacation to Florida.  Presently no chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  Follows cardiology at Kalamazoo.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Entresto, Coreg, Aldactone, Farxiga and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 90s-100s/50s, today was 98/77.  Very pleasant.  Alert.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from January; creatinine 1.37, which is baseline and GFR 42 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, albumin and calcium normal.  Mild anemia 12.2.  PTH not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Tolerating Entresto.  Underlying CHF, tolerating Farxiga.  No infection in the urine.  Tolerating Aldactone.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Blood pressure chronically low side but not symptomatic.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see her back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
