Mr. Johnson was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. Mr. Johnson is currently in his seventh benefit period extending from 02/09/2026 to 04/09/2026. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director.

Charlie is a 73-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with heart failure. The patient has had a history of recent fall, which did not require hospitalization and/or emergency room visit. His family tells me that he is getting weaker, he is eating less; maybe, about 30% of his meals. He is losing weight. His MAC is at 23 cm. He continues to have shortness of breath at rest; as a matter of fact, he belongs in New York Heart Association Class IV. Blood pressure today was 133/92. He has O2 available. His oxygen saturation was at 93% and pulse of 106.

His other comorbidities include hypertensive heart disease with heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease with coronary artery disease, COPD, chronic pain, peripheral vascular disease, intervertebral disc disorder, and personal history of urinary tract infection. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is very weak, very frail, and moves around very slowly. He requires help of family members to be able to live at home. He has had a few times that he has been placed in respite when family members have been too busy or not available to take care of him. PPS is at 40% and KPS is at 40%. He requires 2 liters of oxygen when he becomes short of breath and the oxygen is available to him at all times. He also has 1+ to 2+ pedal edema related to his congestive heart failure. His weight loss is unavoidable related to his cardiac cachexia and atherosclerotic heart disease. He needs help with all ADLs. Pain appears to be controlled with the current pain medication regimen. The patient is showing both physical and mental decline, on hospice with history of CHF, COPD and multiple other issues and problems, continues to remain hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live. Mr. Johnson most likely has less than six months to live.
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
