The patient has a lesion on her back for the past day or two, noticed today, with some inflammation; mother worried if infected. She has a history of molluscum contagiosum for the past several months.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above, molluscum contagiosum.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Scattered small 2 to 4 mm vesicular type lesions without inflammation or evidence of cellulitis, noted to be a larger lesion in mid back 8 to 10 mm, also filled with slight whitish material with surrounding erythema without purulent drainage or cellulitis evident.

IMPRESSION: History of molluscum contagiosum and with pus lesion on the back, possible infected.
PLAN: Culture obtained. Given prescription for Bactrim. Follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
