Dear Annu:
This is a followup for Mr. Robertson with prior acute renal failure at the time of prostatitis and sepsis.  Last visit in October.  Started on Proscar from frequency, urgency and nocturia.  He does not want to use Flomax concerned from retrograde ejaculation.  Has not seen urology.  He is doing diet exercise and medications to lose weight, presently down to 208, tolerating Mounjaro.  Previously metformin caused diarrhea, Jardiance worsening prostatitis and infection in the urine.  He is off the testosterone because of polycythemia.  No smoking.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 119/89.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries December, normal kidney function.  High hemoglobin.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  No activity in the urine for blood or protein.  PSA at 4.  The free PSA minor decreased.  A1c at 5 well controlled.  No albumin in the urine.  Normal thyroid and B12.
Assessment and Plan:  Presently kidney function is back to normal and prior changes from septic prostatitis, renal failure has resolved.  With weight loss medications present blood pressure and glycemia are normal.  All chemistries are stable.  Prior low level proteinuria that has resolved.  We will see him in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
