Dear Dr. Boyk:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bateman with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, low sodium concentration and normal kidney function.  Last visit a year ago.  Some weight loss.  Hard of hearing.  According to daughter three episodes of urinary tract infections symptomatic within the last one year.  No hospital admission.  Chronic back pain.  Uses a walker.  She looks very frail.  Has prior compression fractures.  Oral intake less than 32 ounces a day.
Review of System:  Done.

Medications:  Medications review.  I will highlight the Lasix, nitrates, beta-blockers, Diovan and potassium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 114, previously 125 and blood pressure 153/75.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia. No ascites.  There are varicose vein lower extremities.  Acrocyanosis of hand and feet.  Decreased hearing but pleasant.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries from March, normal kidney function or minor decrease with a GFR 57.  Low sodium at 130.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Stable anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Mild degree of chronic kidney disease stable.  No progression, not symptomatic.  Hyponatremia previously documented as SIADH.  Continue fluid restriction.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Kidneys are small in size but no obstruction.  Recent Doppler no renal artery stenosis.  All issues discussed with the patient and son.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
