CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 26-year-old male who complained of palpitations.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 26-year-old male who reports that he was doing well until approximately two to three weeks earlier. At that time, he noted palpitations. Typically, his symptoms occurred after drinking, smoking weed or taking very hot baths. He was seen at the emergency room and was told he had sinus arrhythmia. The patient brought a copy of a WHOOP rhythm strip, which revealed PVCs. He notes that his symptoms occurred every time he worked out.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: IgA nephropathy at age 5.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Status post kidney biopsy.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had SVT. A sister had blood cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports alcohol and marijuana use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 116/56, pulse 81, respiratory rate 16, height 73 inches, and weight 207.2 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: The ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm, rightward axis and nonspecific ST/T-wave change; otherwise, unremarkable ECG.

IMPRESSION:

1. PVCs.

2. Palpitations.

3. Borderline abnormal ECG.

PLAN: We will check electrolytes, CBC, Chem-20 and magnesium level, perform echo and stress test. Followup: I will see him post testing.
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
