Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Tuma Ted with diabetic nephropathy. renal failure and hypertension.  Last visit in October.  Tolerating Mounjaro.  Successful weight loss presently down to 229.  No reported vomiting, dysphagia, reflux, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Stable edema.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Has an eye exam next week.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight ACE inhibitors, beta-blockers, tolerating Mounjaro, short and long-acting insulin, Jardiance and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 118/56 on the right-sided.  Obesity.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Stable edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.3, which is baseline and GFR 58 stage III.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III likely from diabetic nephropathy and hypertension stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Excellent blood pressure control, tolerating GLP-1 and weight loss.  Diabetes and cholesterol management.  Exposed to Jardiance without urinary symptoms.  He needs to monitor for any eye sight changes as Mounjaro can cause these changes.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  No evidence of albumin in the urine.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
