CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 66-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 66-year-old female with history of CVA dating to April 7, 2019. She then experienced a fall in July 2025. She stated that she turned on the right side, fell and fractured her right arm. There was no intervention as the arm previously had limited mobility due to the CVA. The patient has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations. She is seen for routine cardiovascular evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. CVA.

3. Chronic kidney disease.

4. Diverticulosis.

5. Fatty liver.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Lipoma of the left arm.

MEDICATIONS: Medications obtained retrospectively. Atorvastatin 80 mg h.s., chlorthalidone 25 mg one daily, vitamin D3 1000 units one daily, venlafaxine 150 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg at nighttime, oxybutynin 5 mg h.s., acetaminophen 650 mg b.i.d., Black Cohosh 540 mg nighttime, Hair, Skin & Nails vitamin 5000 mcg daily, vitamin E 180 mg daily, turmeric 500 mg daily, Super B-complex with Vitamin C one time daily, and multivitamin one time daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had breast cancer x2, also had diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She had upper denture.

Throat: She describes having tonsillitis.
Neck: She has neck pain, stated that she slept on the wrong side.
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Gastrointestinal: She has constipation.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.

Neurologic: She has history of CVA.

Hematologic: She has easy bruising.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 125/55, pulse 74, respiratory rate 18, height 56 inches, and weight 152.8 pounds.

HEENT: Significant for mild strabismus.

Musculoskeletal: There is tenderness involving the right knee.

Neurologic: She has right hemiparesis. Speech is dysarthric.
DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 64 bpm, left anterior fascicular block, left ventricular hypertrophy.

IMPRESSION: The patient is a 66-year-old female with history of CVA, right hemiparesis, and speech dysarthria. She has hypertension and chronic kidney disease.
PLAN: Echocardiogram, CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, sed rate. Review of records. Followup four to six weeks.
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
