Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Harold with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in December.  Recent followup bronchoscopy and biopsy.  No evidence of malignancy on the right upper lobe.  PET scan to be done soon.  He has prior history of that small cell cancer.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  Clear green sputum.  No hemoptysis.  Eating well.  Has gained few pounds.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Did have an episode of lightheadedness, loss of consciousness, but apparently negative workup back in February.  Negative imaging.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight presently no blood pressure medicines; prior lisinopril and HCTZ discontinue and also off the Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 163 pounds and blood pressure 122/68 on the left.  COPD abnormalities, but distant clear.  No pericardial rub, appears regular.  Evidence of muscle wasting.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Minimal edema.  Some eversion lower lids bilateral.
Labs:  Chemistries show creatinine 1.59, which still is within his range and GFR will be around 44 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal calcium.  Iron levels low normal.  Chronic low platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No major changes.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure in the low normal without medications.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Blood test needs to include phosphorus.  Presently, electrolytes and acid base normal.  Has chronic low platelets, but not bleeding.  Prior phosphorus and albumin normal.  Follow up with pulmonologist for assessment of any potential recurrence of small cell lung cancer.  All issues discussed.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
