SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Katylyn was cooperative, pleasant and appropriate, describes she has been doing very well, has been taking care of her activity, also providing care to her two children and also some household activities. She is also working part-time for transporting the patient from the hospital to the appointment and for therapy. She described for the last month or so she has been overwhelmed with the work and she has lot of work. Prior to that, she was sitting at home and not working due to providing care to the children as the school was not open and the children were living at home, but right now she states she is happy and she is working almost every day and satisfied with her life and situation and she indicates that medication has been helping. She is on Adderall 10 mg in the morning and 10 mg at noon. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained. She describes she is more focused, mote attentive, and more productive.
