Dear Rebecca:
This is a followup for Lori with history of calcium oxalate stones, obstructive uropathy and left-sided hydronephrosis probably not functioning.  Last visit in November.  No symptoms to suggest activity of the stones.  No infection in the urine.  No cloudiness, blood, abdominal or back pain, fever, nausea or vomiting.  She walks one or two miles.
Review of System:  Done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diuretics, Kerendia, Mounjaro and Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 224 stable and blood pressure 101/79.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites or edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in February, creatinine 1.45 appears baseline representing GFR 40 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, history of calcium oxalate stones with prior obstructive uropathy and left-sided hydronephrosis probably that kidney not functioning.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or indication for dialysis.  There is no need for EPO treatment.  Minor high potassium watch.  Tolerating Farxiga.  No infection in the urine.  Continue diuretics Kerendia.  Watch potassium as indicated above.  Chemistry needs to include phosphorus.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
