Thank you for this referral.

This 83-year-old male who recently has moved from Louisiana comes for evaluation today. He was diagnosed to have prostate cancer in 2005. Subsequently, he had prostatectomy and later on radiation. He said he had radiation for about six weeks and thereafter he was referred to medical oncologist and for last 10 plus years he has been on Lupron Depot shot every three months and Casodex 50 mg daily. The patient used to see Dr. Ann Jancich in New Orleans. The patient otherwise has been healthy.

Since he has moved, he has been seen at your clinic recently had a CBC, which was essentially unremarkable and PSA has been 0.1 for last several years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall and weighing 148 pounds,.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSIS:
1. History of prostate cancer now in remission.

2. History of hyperlipidemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient definitely will need to continue his Lupron Depot every three months and Casodex 50 mg daily. We will have to pre-authorize his Lupron Depot, which will get it going.
