This is a progress report on Swati Chauhan.

Swati is now 69-year-old female who does not smoke or drinks. She denies any allergies. The patient was seen for evaluation and for Prolia injection for her osteoporosis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of migraine headache off and on for last many years. She has been on medications for that. She takes Prempro for menopausal symptoms and Ambien for sleep. She has had osteoporosis for last several years and last DEXA scan was done in June 2025, which did show some improvement of her ongoing osteoporosis. She also then had a chest x-ray, which was unremarkable. Her last CBC and CMP also has been unremarkable. Her hemoglobin A1c was 5.7. She is not on any medication. TSH was 3.0 and her total cholesterol was 203 but her HDL was 57.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 119 pounds, and blood pressure 120/70.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Osteoporosis.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Migraine headaches.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Prolia 60 mg today in the left upper extremity and see her in six months.
