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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in December 17, 2025, the patient tells me that he was in California.  He tells me that his back seized up, caused him to fall down a flight of stairs.  He tells me as he was falling down a flight of stairs, he struck his head.  He became unconscious for approximately 30 minutes.  The patient tells me when he woke-up, the patient was paralyzed.  The patient was not able to move.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation when he woke-up.  The patient was taken to Washington Hospital Emergency Room.  The patient had multiple scans done.
The patient tells me since this event, the patient has headaches, nausea, vomiting symptoms, dizziness, fatigue, drowsiness, incontinence symptoms, blurred vision, ringing in the ears, light sensitivity, slurred speech, insomnia symptoms, confusion, memory deficits, and slow speech.
The patient is currently working for the Marine Corps.  The patient tells me that he works for IT for the Marine Corps.  The patient tells me that his symptoms affect his concentration.  His memory is very poor.  The patient is not able to remember a lot of things.  The patient has difficulty with following command sometimes.  The patient has difficult follow instruction.  The patient has significant difficulty concentrate and focus at work.
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
