CC: Followup on pain management and antibiotic issues.
HPI: A 73-year-old gentleman seen in his room; when I initially went to see him, he was sound asleep, sleeping almost at a diagonal on the bed with his right foot hanging off of the bed. The patient has a heel wound that he was treated for in the hospital by wound care and is on antibiotic for it and, when I went back the second time, the foot is hanging off of the bed. There is firm edema at 3 to 4+ on the dorsum of his right foot and drainage from the heel. The patient stated that there had been like Styrofoam or foam heel elevator that he was able to put at the back of his heel and avoid his heel resting directly on the mattress. So, we will look for that.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. He also has had an issue with his pain medication; he was taking Norco here before he was hospitalized and was prescribed three tablets of oxycodone by the hospital physician, they sent it to his pharmacy and it was delivered here last Friday evening and he does not know, which one is causing him to have deep sleep with vivid dreams and he states they are not bad, but he just does not like them and has not sorted out which is causing that. He has gone back and forth with the nurses and I told him he needed to make up his mind, he was going to get one script and that was going to be it, so we will see what he decides.

2. Right heel wound. Staff believe that the heel float is with laundry. I told they need to find it and place it, so that he can rest his right leg on it and the patient needs to lie in a straight up and down position, he cannot be doing this diagonal stuff because there is not room on the bed for that.

3. Wound care. Dr. Murphree is to see the patient; she has seen him and then we will just go with her recommendations.
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
