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Patient Name: Bryant Carey

Chief Complaint: Followup right elbow and right knee.

History: Mr. Bryant is doing well with the right elbow. He is three months out from surgery at this point. He is still having discomfort on the medial aspect of the right knee.

X-Rays: I have reviewed the MRI arthrogram and it does show chondral derangement of the medial femoral condyle with loss of meniscus tissue from previous meniscectomy.

Diagnosis: Right knee chondromalacia medial femoral condyle with increasing pain and discomfort. Clinically, he has varus alignment.

Plan: I am recommending that we get a full-length radiograph to evaluate his alignment. Afterwards, we may to have considered débridement and tibial osteotomy versus some type of *_______60___* procedure with a tibial osteotomy.
