Chief Complaint: Right wrist pain.

History: This is a 12-year-old male with right wrist pain for couple of month’s duration and it is increased in severity. He went to Ortho *______15____* one point had a wrist brace. He has tried antiinflammatories. He continues to have pain and stiffness in the wrist. He is with his father today in the office.

Exam: Examination does reveal stiffness in the right wrist with a lack of flexion and extension. He only has about 20 degrees of flexion and 20 degrees of extension of the wrist. There is tenderness along the ulnar aspect of the joint. Distal neurological exam is intact. Skin is intact.

X-Rays: X- rays are brought by the patient and right wrist show no obvious fracture or dislocation.

Diagnosis: Right wrist sprain with significant stiffness in a 12-year-old male.

Plan: I am recommending an MRI to evaluate anything that might be blocking motion including a TFCC tear or other pathology. I will see him back after the MRI.
